PROJECTS

· Due Tuesday, 3/18
· Half credit given if handed in Wednesday, 3/19
· You must include an index card or small piece of blank white paper with your name, course, teacher, and title of your project.
· Will be on display in the library for LOTE Fest and ShenSational.
FOOD

· Top portion of green (ingredients) sheet must be attached to food container.  Food will NOT be accepted without it!  If your recipe includes nuts, you must write this in BIG bold print on the green sheet.
· Bottom portion of green (ingredients) sheet must be handed to the teacher collecting your food on LOTE Fest day. 
· Food should be cut into bite-sized pieces.  We are not providing utensils, so plan accordingly.  You may use toothpicks to make it easier for students to pick up your food.
· Containers must be disposable.  We will not be returning containers to students!!

· All food must be dropped off to room 70 before homeroom on Thursday, 3/20. If you know that will be arriving late that day, see me to make other arrangements.


**Ideas for transporting food: 


-Paper plate wrapped completely in saran wrap or aluminum foil


-Shoe box or clothing box lined with aluminum foil- top taped down


-A “tupperware” type container that is meant to be thrown away (find in ziploc bag aisle of grocery store)


-A large ziploc bag


- Disposable foil cake pan/roasting pan
